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USIBC to Convene U.S. Private Sector for 7th U.S.-India High Technology Cooperation Group

On March 15th, the U.S.-India Business Council (USIBC) hosted top U.S. and Indian business executives
at the 7th U.S.-India High Technology Cooperation Group (HTCG) meeting at the U.S. Chamber of
Commerce in Washington, DC.

USIBC convened business-to-business deliberations covering all aspects of high technology trade and
investment in the fields of Biotechnology and Life Sciences, Defense and Strategic Trade, Civil Aviation,
Civil Nuclear, and Nanotechnology. During the private sector dialogue, participants formulated meaningful
recommendations to inform the U.S.-Indian inter-governmental negotiations the following day.

The HTCG was conceived in November 2001 by then-President George W. Bush and then-Prime
Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee, who affirmed their commitment to transform and deepen U.S.–India
relations by expanding high technology trade. Each country agreed to take cooperative steps to create the requisite political, economic,
and legal structures to facilitate successful high-technology trade and commerce.

This year’s HTCG comes at a critical time in the bilateral relationship. Building on the successful state visit of Prime Minister Manmohan
Singh, and ahead of a planned visit to India by President Barack Obama, the HTCG will seek to identify and address specific barriers to
high-technology trade and collaboration. The Conference provides a unique opportunity to interact directly with key U.S. and Indian
policy makers, including Indian Foreign Secretary Nirupama Rao; Michael Froman, Deputy Assistant to the President & Deputy National
Security Advisor for International Economic Affairs and Development; and Deputy Secretary of Commerce Dennis Hightower. For further
information, please contact Larry Navin at lnavin@uschamber.com.

Supply-side Measures Implemented to Battle Inflated Food Prices

The Indian government is struggling to contain inflation, which accelerated to 8.56% in January, driven by an 18% increase in food prices
after the worst monsoon in 37 years damaged rice and sugar cane fields in 2009. Government officials are hopeful that food inflation will
cool off in the next two months in anticipation of a better rabi (winter) crop, which will be ready in March-April.

In the meantime, India’s Finance Minister Pranab Mukherjee has approved a number of policy measures to counter rising food prices and
increase local supplies. The government has announced the sale of larger quantities of grains from federal stockpiles. It has also extended
deadlines for tax-free imports of white sugar and sales of subsidized edible oil under its welfare programs, and has asked state-run
agencies to step up import of pulses. Minister Mukherjee believes that the combination of effective management of supply chain and the
off take of wheat and rice from the central pool will ease the pressure of food prices, reducing inflation over the next few months.

America’s Best on Display at DefExpo 2010
U.S. Industry demonstrates continued commitment & partnership in supporting India’s defense modernization efforts.

USIBC’s Director of Policy Advocacy (Aerospace & Defense, Transportation Infrastructure and Heavy
Manufacturing), Nik Khanna was in India February 11-18 for Defexpo 2010 – India’s largest land and naval systems
exhibition. The focus was membership support at the show; partnering with AMCHAM on a National Defense
Workshop on Offsets and the Acquisition Process, as well as a briefing with the US Embassy, and organizing
courtesy meetings for USIBC members with senior GOI/MoD leaders.

As in years past, the Council’s efforts were squarely aimed at supporting U.S. industry’s continued efforts to increase
defense collaboration and strengthen strategic ties. After several years of expanding
cooperation in joint exercises, military-to-military exchanges and high-level visits, defense
trade between the countries has received a major shot in the arm.

The Government of India recently sent a Letter of Request for 10 Boeing C-17 military
transport aircraft while the U.S. Defense Security Cooperation Agency (DSCA) sent a letter to Congress signaling
an intention by the U.S. Government to approve the sale of 145 M777 howitzers to India. This potential sale is
not only good news for USIBC member company BAE Systems, but also indicates the massive transformation in
the U.S. – India defense relationship.

DefExpo 2010 held in New Delhi marked a major increase in the number of exhibitors over Defexpo 2008, with
an increase of over 30% compared to the previous show. It offered American industry executives an opportunity

to showcase world leading technologies in land and naval weaponry including tactical communications systems, sea and land-based
intelligence, reconnaissance and surveillance gear as well as advanced homeland security equipment. DefExpo also provided a perfect
opportunity for USIBC to follow up on a successful visit to India by Secretary of Defense Robert Gates, as well as set the stage for the
High Technology Cooperation Group bilateral meeting to be hosted by USIBC on March 15, 2010 in Washington, DC. To learn more
on the Council’s work in aerospace & defense, please contact Nik Khanna at nkhanna@uschamber.com.

KPMG and CII release comprehensive report on India’s defense sector
Important findings include a call for greater private sector participation

A joint study by CII-KPMG, Opportunities in the Indian Defence Sector: An Overview
reveals that Indian industry is upbeat about the opportunities in India’s defense and aerospace
sector. While private companies are eager to grow their capabilities, the Government of India
will have to continue the development and fine-tuning of the procurement regime before full
fledged private participation is realized.

Commenting on the release of the report, Marty Philips, Global Head, Aerospace and Defense, KPMG, said, “India is at a hugely exciting
juncture in the growth of its defense industry. By leveraging off its own major defense procurement cycle and its inherent skills and
capabilities, India can use this opportunity to become a major defense production hub for both domestic and global defense systems.”

The U.S. – India Business Council has long advocated for a greater role for private industry, both domestic and foreign, in India’s defense
sector. U.S. companies like Lockheed Martin, Boeing, Honeywell, Raytheon, ITT, Northrop Grumman and General Dynamics (to name a
few) are global leaders in a range of technologies and defense articles desired by the Government of India. In 2010, USIBC will continue
to: advocate for an increase in the FDI cap in defense from the current 26% to 49%; advocate for India’s signing of critical, foundational
agreements like CISMOA and LSA; push for international best practices in Offsets; and reiterate U.S. industry’s commitment to partner
with India in the vital areas of counter terrorism and domestic security.

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Indian ADRs on NYSE Euronext Trade at a Premium

As of December 31, 2009, the 13 Indian companies listed on NYSE
Euronext have a combined market capitalization of $111 billion.
Most of these companies trade in the form of American Depositary
Receipts (ADRs), securities which allow foreign companies to trade
US dollar denominated shares on international stock exchanges
while simultaneously having their ordinary shares traded in India.

Access to a broader range of investors at the global level has been
advantageous to the Indian companies listed on NYSE Euronext.

Over the past three years, their ADRs have grown from 5.1% of average premium in 2007 to 6.1% in 2008, soaring to 10.2% of average
premium in 2009.

Ronald Kent, Executive Vice President & Head of International Listings, NYSE Euronext sees great potential for growth. According to
Kent, “There is immense scope for more Indian companies to access the US and European markets through listing on NYSE
Euronext's US or European exchanges in the coming months and years, as global investors increasingly look to participate in the
growth of India as one of the world's major, fastest growing economies.”

The expanse of geographical reach of the Indian ADRs and ordinary shares listed on NYSE Euronext is also reflected in their trading
volumes over the years. The trading volume in these securities has grown over three fold – from 938 million in 2006 to over three billion
in 2009.

Other aspects that have contributed to the success of Indian ADRs listed on NYSE Euronext include the view that India, with its strong
domestic-driven demand, was less affected by the global economic downturn. Also, investors see good value in Indian companies that
they believe were oversold in the midst of the global downturn. Moreover, by investing in companies that met NYSE Euronext listing
criteria, investors perceived that they could obtain positive long term returns by investing in quality companies.
